a. Extract of information from P-1Y's Control Log for 9 April
1955: At 1035Z GOC reported a large red object to the east. This CGOC
post is located in BQ 3342, The initial sighting of the unidentified
object was 2t 0627%2. It disappeared and reappesred at 08407 and lasted
for spproximetely 30 minutes. At 09217 a large blue, orange, white and
red object which was round with a protruding tail, was sighted & to 10
miles east of the post and it rose and finally disappesred at 1035Z.
The observer hed a2 camera 2nd took 5 pictures of the object and drew one -
free hand sketch. Also the observer observed it through =n 8 x 30 )
binoculars.
