"It was the strangest siﬁht ever seen over Talladega, Ala., and Buffalo, li.Y.

"It was moon-shaped and silvery lookinge #And it had twin tails that scemed
to shoot off a trial of vavnor as it traveled castward over Talladera.

"The astronomical phenomenon was sighted shortly before noon in Talladepa
yesterday. fRadio pbulletins set most of tho citizens there to scanning tihc 5.y,

"llobody could explain it. Guesses were that it was a neteor. oscicuticts
in Birmingham shrugged and saild maybe it was the moon.

"Only a moon doesn't have a tail. Much less two of them, pointed and svouting.

"Wheother it was the same thing or another body, {folks in Buffalo, . Y. last
night were agor over a 'mysterious something in the sigy.’

"Tlumerous sky pgazers saw the 'something' in Buffalo, according to an
Associated iress dispatch.

"liost agreed that it gave off a bright light. But beyond that, it was hard
to get thio descriptions exactly alike.

"Some folls in Buffalo said it looked light a big spot of blue.

"GZORGE DAVIS, Buffalo Science i.useum astronomer, said it might have beon a
shover of mcteors. ther folks callod it a '"green ball of Iire.'

"Some said it was 'an immense slyrocket.' That's not at all the way that
thing looked over Talladesa. DBut maybe it didn't glow bocause of the daylighte.

Mhatever it was, it was the fourth sizy phenomenon reported this month.
