2. Source's Opinion of His Information: Due to the nature
of the object which wvas obsarved, that is sy, the glow, the source
took the trouble to move his glﬂssrﬂ back and feorth in order to
assure himgself that he was nol seeing a refleetion through hisg
glasses., The source does not believe that he saw a reflecticn
due to the sun, primarily because the sky vas 1tduunavﬂ in the
west and the eastward gide of buildings in the azrea were sghaded

and dzrker than the rest of the sky.

The originzl brightness of the objzet, its straight-line
path, its gradual fading from sight z2s though gelting forthar
away, and Lhe length of the period of observation agsured the
source thvt the objecet was of a rezl origin and not due 1o
reflection from the grouni or false visual perceptions caused
by lookinz into the sky,.
