m wvhen my attention was caught by what appeared to be a smsll flst
i ae ight cloud in & horizontal pvosition. It was thin and maintained
its shepe and appearance while a thin stratus layer of clouds in the seme gen-
eral direction did change in shape and position. The objeect traveled from
left to right for several minutes giving the illusion of either being very
high or traveling very slowly. Upon reaching a position of being sighted
over a neighbora television antennae the object slowly turned until it wae in
en exact vertical position without any change of shape or color. It remained
in this position for elght minutes by the clock and then slowly tilted fron
the vertical to the near horizontal position. It then started further move-
ment to the right. It was noted at this time that it was slowly descending
which was for a few seconds only. It then proceeded to complete a gradual
upward curve to an angle estimated to be 609 from horizental., The visible ob-
