it was at the edges. They appeared to be ab.ut two feet in diameter. They flew
south in a stapgered formation, the leading object being on the west zide of the
formation, the trailing object bein~ on the east side of t e formation. They

flew toward observers, came up almost over their car, then wheeled west in formation
like a flock of ducks, then wheeled north in the same fashion, and then vanished,
They did not appear to go out of sight or into the haze or darkness. ney vane-

ished, Speedwuas under one hundred miles per hour. The objiects made no sound.
Theyr left no trail or exaust.
