On the contrary,
all the investigations made during the past 15 years
have Tended to strengthen the conviction that uni-
dentiflied {lying objeets are merely natural phenomena
such a3 meteors or ball lightning, or misinterpretation
of some conventlonal ovjeect such as an alreraft, balloon
or perhaps £ven bird.

- In the case of Captain Mantell, at the time he was
dispatched to investigate a UF0O, 1lt was not known that
a weather balloon was in the area, When the report
of his sizhting was checkad out, investligation re-
vealed that the Navy had released such a balloon under
a then classified project, and therefore 1lts release
was known only to those persons actually working on
- the project.

The Alr Force conclusion of the Washington D.C.
sizhtings were that they were due to mirage effects
created by a double inversion,
