General Clark and Capiain
Priwer explained that the dirty,
dust-laden atmospnere above
cities often refracted the light
from bricht stars in such a
way that the body gloweq, send-
ing off wvari-colored streamers,

But many earth-bound Great-
er Cincinnatians were convinceri
azain last night—for the fourth
consecutive night — that they
were seein something extras
ordinary, perhaps extra-terres-
trial.

What they saw, with thes
naked eye, was  an  intense
biunish-ywhite light suspended at
about a J0-degree angle above
the horizon. “Chrough six-power
binoculars, it looked like & com-
pact galuxy of colored lights,
slowly revolving and moving
northwestward.

The star was seen last nignt
from North Bend, Cleves, Evans-
ton and Bethel, Ohio, The Zn-
quirer was told.

Farlier yesterday, Capt.
Charles A, Hardin, in charge of
the azency which investigates
all reports of unidantified ob-
Jects for the Air Technical In-
telligence Center at \Wright-
Patterann Alr rorce Base, Day-
ton, said his oifice had becun a
systematic cneck of “everything
lichted” that had been in the
<kies over Greater Cincinnati
in the last four davs.

He said the ATIC was “deeply
interested” In the object and
would study photographs of it
and testimony and evxdence
about it.

Bill Bradshaw, a mnmber of
the Cincinnati Astronomxcal So-
ciety, says 1t 113 the planet
Venus, wead s o
ceptionally prilliant object in
the evening sky. It sets nearly
four hours after the sun.
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During the spring of 1656 Venus stimulated an unusual amount
of Hlving-sancer excitement. About g:00 ES.T. on the nights of
March 20, 21, and 22, dozens of persons in Cincinmati, Ohio, tele-
phoned the newspapers and the local headquarters of Civilian
Rescarch Interplanctary Flving Objects (CRIFO), to report an
unidentified flving object that was burning “like a beacon™ in the
western sky. A reporter for the Cincinmati Enqguirer stated: “To the
naked eve, the object appeared to be an extraordinarily intense
bluish white light . . . through binoculars, the object appeared to
be a compact galaxy of lights, changing form as they revolved
slowly. At one point, with binoculars set slichtly out of focus, it
assumed the appearance of a diamond brooch riniged with emeralds
The object was visible for nearly

turning lazily on an eccentric axis.
an hour, moved slowly to the northwest, and disappeared.

Astronomers quickly identified the unknown as Venus. To the
saucer enthusiasts, however, it appeared as a Jow-{lying luminous
object with swept-back wings, hovering in the west, making no
sound, and displaying colors that changed from red to white, \While
admitting that some of the reported sightings might have been
Venus, the editor of Orbit (the official publication of CRIFO) ar-
gued that an object that changed shape and sparkled like diamonds
and emcralds could not possibly be Venus, He stated “that the pub-
lic should know that out of seventeen UFQO reports received for a
three day period, ten were expiainable as Venus but six were not!
These stubborn six defied all conventional explanation.” [ 6]

Althcugh this arithmetic perhaps requiies further explanation, the
flying saucer reports did not offer a real puzzle. The time, the posi-
tion, the colors, and the apparent motions of the object were
entirely consistent with those expected for the planet under the pre-
vailing atmospheric conditions. Dr. Paul Hereet of the Cincinnati
Observatory had easily identified the “mysterious”™ object. He added
that Venus would continue to get brighter and brighter until the
middle of Mav, and that the number of UFQOs sighted would prob-
ably increase correspondingly,

[Te was right. Less than three weeks after the excitement in Cin-
cinnati, Venus inspired one of the most notorious “Unknowns”™ in
the history of saucerdom, one that evoked charges of fraud, false-

liood, and conspiracy on a grand scale.
