the material looks somewhat like melted porcelsaln,
ceramic, or glass, with drops of melted copper-like
materiel included in it, my mind connected 1t with
recent informestion I have come upon, about governmenty
experiments with high-temperature re-encry cones on

missiles.

A ceremic nose-cone, as I understend 1t, ccated
with & thin sheet of copper or coprous alloy would

withstand high temperatures during re-entry, as the
copper melted and evaporated, thus cooling the ceremic,

which could then withstand the temperatures at lower
eltitudes by 1itself.

I should like to know if the material descrlbed
briefly herein could, in your opinion, be attributed
Yo any such experiments, if such activities have indeed
been conducted by your agency or any other department.

“The
sky was overcast, so that the lights were diffused; at times the lights at the
front and rear of the formation flashed brighter." They were 1in sight for about
ten mimites, and were then lost in the tliick overcast, As they moved away to-

ward the east the lights became less bripght, but did not diminish in size., MUrs.

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IIORTH ANDOVER HAS NOCTURNAL INTRUDER

January 28, 1957: CSI member Gngiiimiiigatmme, of North Andover, Massachusetts,
describes in detail an observation by his father. At 10315 p.m, Mr. SPSNwe

had put his car in the garage and was walking to the house when he saw 'an object
giving off a light blue luminescence,..in a shallow climb and traveling at a
speed approximately that of a fast jet plane." The object was circular and ap-
peared to be "slightly larger than a basketball," Its distance was estimated

to be slichtly more than a half-mile away and its estimated altitude was 1,500
€» 3,000 feet, No structural detail was seen, The object was silent and left

o trail, Vigibility was good, with scattered clouds at about 20,000 feet.
There was no moon and only a very slight wind,

"The UFO was traveling west to east and seemed to be rapidly spinning, like
a child’s top in motion." Its speed seemed to increase as it traveled away from
