1., A dark brown emowphous material was subuitted and assigned Materials
Physics Branch Serial No. 5117.

2. The solubility of the material was examined., It was found to be
insoluble in the usual organiec solvents (chloroform, ether,
benzens, etc). The material was soluble in water and methanol
and formed a syIrupe.

3. Infrared spectra of the methanol extract and of a pyrolozate of the
sanple were obtained, 7The specira were compared with a specirum
of a pyrolozate of sucrose and found to be similar. 7The submitted
sauple appears, tanerefore, to bs a sugar.

4. To confirm this, a small quantity of the sample was dissolved in
=thanol and some 2,4} dinitrophenylhydrazine reagent addsd. =&
erystalline precipitate formed on standing.

5. A water solution of the submitted sauple was found vo readily
reduce Fehling's solution. JIf the sample was pure sucrose, it
would not reduce Fealing's solution, but in the partially oxidized
state of the maple, some hydrolysis products would be presenie.

6. an emission spectra of the submitted sample shows betwsen 0.l to
1% silicon plua a trace of magnesium, aluminum, iron &and calclume

The submitted sample MP H11l7 appears to be a partiaelly oxidized or burned
suzare The results of the tests run on it indicate it is probably a mixturs

of mopo and disaccharidss,
1V.
