The Air Force has investigated over 8,000 cases of

reports of Unidentified Flying Objects during the past
16 years and has never found one bit of evidence that

these ObJjects are any type of spacecralt from another
planet. In almost every instance the report has turned
out to be scmething that is familiar but seen perhaps
under unusual circumstances, and therefore was not easil
recognized, Sometimes experimental balloons nigh 1iIn the
aky zive a most unusual appearance. Airplanes flying
overhead mizht look like an unusual object. Birds with
shiny white chests that reflect the sunlight or the night
l1izghts from a ceity have resulted in reports of Unidenti-
fied Flying Objects. Besides man made objects, there

are also phenomena such as meteors, comets, ffireballs and
the like which can really startle the imaginatlion when
seen on a dark night., Airplane pilots have been known to
report Unidentified Flying Objects which turned out to be
no more than large fireballs hurtling through the sky.
Atmospheric conditions may account for an object belng
distorted and appearing as something else. There are any
number of situations which might arise where you might
peer at the sky and see somethling you are certalin 1s
unusual and unearthly. But when all the facts are «nown,
it may be a common object you have seen many times before

but simply could not recognize.,
