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The object first appeared as one white Light and two red
ones. Ten mlnutes later we viewed it with a 25 or 30 power hand -
telescopzs and the UFO was apparently solid,

fhe lights were much brighter than the stars, about like
lookinz into a car neadlight from a distance of 200 yards,

I'ne edges of the object were like a star at firs then

1 looksd at it through the telescope and they were a little fuzzy
but fzirly recognizable as solid edges,

1ost of the time while the object was in view it was
movinzg at varying degrees of speed., At first it had one brilliant
wnite 1ight and two dimmer red ones.

the white one stayed, contlinuing to get brighter and brighter.

The only time we lost the object was at ths end of the
signtinz when it slowly descended behind some houses.

At one time the object dropped toward the end of the
signting, behind a tree branch, but came into view agaln almost
lmmediztely.
