Lt Conaway from the Infomation Office at Suffolk County AFB called

Col Quintanilla on 27 August 1968 at 1445 hours. Lt Conaway said
he had a UFO report that seemed rather important. He said the
problem was that a man 1lnadvertently took a photograpn of a UFO
while tsking pictures of the sunset. The man claims they are

valuable photographs and will not send them into the Air Force because

they are so valuable and he has had numerous money off {rom

magazines. He does want somebody from the Airforce to come out and
look at them though. Lt Conaway sald they did not have anyone there
who could go out and look et the photographs. Col Quintanilla
informed Lt Conaway that tn2 original negatives would have to be
looked at by photogrammetry persconnel.
